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From the Chairman's Desk
Dear Members

It gives me great pleasure to welcome you all at this 65" Annual General Meeting of
your Company. The Notice convening the 65th Annual General Meeting, Financial
&¥| Statements for the year ended 31* March, 2015, the Report of the Auditors' and the

4 Directors' Report are already with you. With your permission, | take them as read.
This is the sixth consecutive occasion on my part to present the annual performance
of your Company.

Economic Scenario

During the financial year 2014-15 the macro economic scenario at the global level was not positive with the
Greece crisis in the Euro zone and the falling prices of crude oil taking toll of economies of oil producing nations
and the global economic growth rate was about 3.3 to 3.4%. The construction sector, infrastructure supporting
industry and steel industry were also under stress world-wide in general, with the severity was more pronounced
in China. Despite the not so rosy World scenario, India registered a positive growth rate of 7.4% during 2014-15 as
against 6.9% during the previous year. The reduced prices of crude oil augured well for India and was one of the
reasons for reduction in inflation. The recent initiative of Make in India by the Government of India is likely to
provide boost to the economy which inlong run is expected to rekindle growth in the mining sector.

Performance

Despite various hurdles at macro and micro level the Company was able to sell 14% more minerals in 2014-15
compared to last financial year. The product limenite continues to be the mainstay for Company both in terms of
quantity and revenue followed by Zircon and Rutile. Despite all the efforts put by IREL, the subdued market for
these minerals during 2014-15 and various industry specific factors has had impact on prices and consequently
on the revenue of the Company.

At the macro level, the general economic slowdown world-wide, specific negative impact on account of downturn
in the realty and steel sector, collapse of oil prices etc. has had impact on the beach sand mining industry too.

Consolidations have taken place in China, through restructuring via amalgamation and forward-backward
integration of industries. Continued weakening of TiO2 pigment prices are likely to have negative impact on the
Titanium feedstock market. Further, the downturn in the end-user industry of other mineral products of IREL also
have had adverse impact on the marketing and profitability of these products.

The local issues prevailing at Chavara (Kerala) and MK (Tamilnadu) are yet to be resolved and these units are
running at substantially low capacity resulting in gradual erosion in IREL's top as well as bottom line. Serious
efforts are being taken to increase production at MoPP and to align the products from HPRE as per the market
needs. Moreover, for ensuring future growth on a sustainable basis Company is working on production of value
added products from limenite and zircon.

With the above constraints, Company has achieved a gross turnover of Rs. 420.97 crore out of which contribution
from export was Rs. 129.42 crore. Though the gross turnover was marginally higher by 2% the export realization
reduced by 30% compared to 2013-14 even after increase in sales volume due to global downtrend.

Production

Chavararequires about 16 lakh MT of raw sand, for its full capacity utilization. However, during the year only about
2.49 lakh MT raw sand could be collected, which is only 16% of its requirement. Various local issues like demand
for enhanced compensation by land owners towards surface right, demand for employment, revision of wages
etc. has resulted in low capacity utilization of Mineral Separation Plant during the year.

Similarly, MK requires about 19 lakh MT of raw sand, with the present HM content of 12% for its full capacity
utilization. However, during the year only about 6.9 lakh MT raw sand could be collected, which is only 42% of its
requirement. The reason for less collection is low quality of available beach wash feed stock and difficulty in inland
mining due to non-availability of surface right. This has resulted in low capacity utilization of Mineral Separation
Plant duringthe year.

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Production of total mineral at OSCOM unit was 2,42,144 MT, representing 96% of the installed capacity of
2,52,400 MT.

Projects

Ministry of Environment & Forest have accorded clearance for the Capacity Expansion of OSCOM Plant subject
to submission of Stage - | forest clearance. Activities for obtaining the same are on. Tender packages for Dredge &
Wet Upgradation Plant are ready and will be floated soon after forest clearance is received.

Monazite processing plant (MoPP) at OSCOM has implemented the recommendations of Atomic Energy
Regulatory Board (AERB) followed by site visit by AERB officials. Commercial operation of the plant started w.e.f
01.05.2015.

High Pure Rare Earth (HPRE) plant at the Rare Earth Division, Alwaye has processed mixed rare earth chloride
(MRCL) produced from MoPP, OSCOM. About 150 tons of MRCL produced during operation trials of MoPP.

Regarding production of Rare Earth (RE) permanent magnets, initial trials are successful in making permanent
magnet using technology from DMRL and RE metal making using BARC technology using separated RE Oxide
produced by IREL. Scale up for producing RE metal in 10 kg batch under progress in BARC. To this end Company
has entered into an agreement with Defence Metallurgical Research Laboratory (DMRL) for transfer of
technology of RE based permanent magnets.

CSR & Sustainable development

As required under the Companies Act, 2013 and the DPE guidelines, IREL has framed its policy for CSR with a
balanced emphasis on all aspects of CSR and Sustainability and with a impetus on promotion of education,
empowering women, ensuring environmental sustainability, employment enhancing vocational skills etc.

Statutory CSR Committee of the Board is in place to monitor different projects under CSR & sustainable
development. A senior level executive of the Company has been designated as the Nodal Officer for
implementation of CSR activities of the Company. Company has spent about Rs.235.19 lakhs on identified CSR &
Sustainable activities during the year 2014-15. The Company is also committed to realign the activities as
prescribed under the Companies Act, 2013.

Dividend
Shareholders of your Company have declared a dividend of Rs.1727.30 lakhs for the financial year 2014-15.

Corporate Governance

The framework of rules and practices by which a Board of Directors ensures accountability, fairness and
transparency in a Company's relationship with all its stakeholders like financiers, customers, management,
employees, Government, and the community. The Corporate Governance framework consists of (i) explicit and
implicit contracts between the Company and the stakeholders for distribution of responsibilities, rights and
rewards (ii) procedures for reconciling the sometimes conflicting interests of stakeholders in accordance with their
duties, privileges, and roles, and (iii) procedures for proper supervision, control, and information-flows to serve as
a system of checks-and-balances.

The Company has mostly complied with the
Code throughout the year 2014-15.

21 The year 2014-15 was gloomy for the beach sand industry as anticipated. The Titanium feedstock
market posed challenges for suppliers like IREL on account of backward integration which
reduced the tradeable limenite market. The increasing cost and decreasing prices saw margins
erosion for all the players in the industry that inter alia include IREL. New entry of players in the
Titanium feedstock market and the lack of visibility in the supply chain that leads to over and under
supply also did not bode well for the industry. The slowing down of the Chinese construction
sector and the consolidation of Titanium industry in China with more thrust on internal resources
saw softening of demand for major products of IREL viz. limenite, Rutile and Zircon. The reduction
in crude oil prices and recessionary trend in the steel industry were setback for other two minerals
viz. Garnet and Sillimanite.
2.2 While the overall industry scenario was depressed and lackluster, IREL had to grapple with other

local issues that has impacted image of IREL as a credible supplier during the FY2014-15. Odisha
Government temporarily holding its shipment through Vizag port as Vizag port had not linked itself
to online mining system of Government of Odisha, stoppage of shipment through Vizag in mid-
October 2014 due to cyclone Hudhud, stoppage of movement of material due to no mining permit,

refusal of permit for transportation of raw sand and extracted minerals, no sale day, etc. were
some of the local issues encountered during FY2014-15. Other challenges like more lead time
requirement due to distance from port, long stablisation time taken in complying with the newly
introduced MDCC by the Govt. of Odisha and excise duty levy of minerals supplied from OSCOM
continued to play vital role for enhanced adverse implications.

Despite of the adverse economic scenario, industry outlook and local issues, IREL was able to
achieve a gross turnover of ¥ 420.97 crore which was higher than ¥ 413.44 crore achieved a year
back. The turnover would have been much higher but for lower quantity of limenite exported
coupled with lower realization that resulted in drastic reduction in export revenue from3 185.47 in
FY2013-14 to ¥ 129.42 crore — a hit of about 30 %. The reduction would have had been more
severe butfor IREL's sustained efforts on export front for minerals other than [imenite.

The scheme for bulk lifting of Rutile and proactively entering into contract for Zircon helped the
Company to shore up the revenue counteracting the impact of issues such as of MDCC/ Licence
and Excise duty levy on OSCOM minerals. Outlook for 2014-15 does not look promising as far as
global prices of titanium feedstock and other minerals are concerned. In addition, largely, the
performance of the company would be depending on availability of rare earth chloride and High
Pure Rare Earths anticipated to be produced from RECL and their availability for the sale.

The Company anticipated significantimprovementin revenues from sale of rare earth chloride
and High Pure Rare Earth compounds. However, the same could not materialise due to non
availability of these products owing to time taken in complying with the regulatory requirements of
AERB. The non-availability of raw material at Chavara and Manavalakurichi continued to be
impediments in enhancing the revenue of the company and were also responsible for the flat
revenues.

In the short run the market does not seem to be turning around. To tide over the headwinds, IREL
needs to resolve issue of the perennial raw material constraints at Chavara and MK and make
material from MoPP and HPRE available for sale.

Though the conditions were adverse, IREL's sustained efforts to meet the customer
requirements resulted in enhanced customer satisfaction and their retention in trying times. In
fact, on account of the good will generated amongst the customers, the Company was able to
amicably resolve the issues on quality front with the customers without rejection.

Production

Chavara requires about 16 lakh MT of raw sand, with the present HM content of 25% for its full
capacity utilization. However, during the year only about 2.49 lakh MT raw sand could be
collected, which is only 16% of its requirement. The reason for less collection is mainly due to
various local problems such as demand of enhanced compensation by land owners towards
surface right, demand of employment, revision of wages etc. Unit's beach wash collection for raw
sand was also stopped for above reasons. This has resulted in low capacity utilization of Mineral
Separation Plant (about 16%) during the year.

MK requires about 19 lakh MT of raw sand, with the present HM content of 12% for its full capacity
utilization. However, during the year only about 6.9 lakh MT raw sand could be collected, which is
only 42% of its requirement. The reason for less collection is low quality of available beach wash
feed stock and difficulty in inland mining due to non-availability of surface right. This has resulted
in low capacity utilization of Mineral Separation Plant (about 42%) during the year.

Production of total mineral of OSCOM unit was 2,42,144 MT, which is 96% of the installed
capacity of 2,52,400 MT.

Capacity Expansion of OSCOM Plant

MoEF vide letter dated 23.09.2014 have accorded clearance for the project subject to submission
of Stage -I forest clearance. Activities for obtaining forest clearance are on. Tender packages for
Dredge & Wet Upgradation Plant are ready for floating soon after forest clearance is received.

High Pure Rare Earths (HPRE) Plant at RED
Operation of HPRE plant operated using mixed rare earth chloride (MRCL) produced from MoPP,
OSCOM. About 150 tons of MRCL produced during operation trials of MOPP processed.

Rare Earth (RE) Metal/Magnet

Initial trials successful in making RE permanent magnets using DMRL technology and RE metals
produced using BARC technology from separated RE oxide made in IREL's plant at RED, Aluva.
Scale up for producing RE metal in 10 kg batch under progress in BARC. IREL is in the process of
entering into an Agreement with Defence Metallurgical Research Laboratory (DMRL), Hyderabad
for transfer of technology of RE based permanent magnets.

Xenotime upgradation flow sheet

Flow sheet developed for upgradation of Xenotime concentrate supplied by Atomic Minerals
Directorate for Exploration & Research (AMDER), Hyderabad. Patented equipments developed
by IREL i.e. modified HTRS and ESPS used to remove monazite from xenotime which will
eliminate the need for synchronous processing of xenotime and monazite. -

10.0 MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS REPORT

10.1 Business environment & Industry Structure

10.1.1 The Indian economy has emerged as one of the largest economies with a promising outlook on
the back of controlled inflation, rise in domestic demand, increase in investments, decline in oil
prices and reforms among others. The RBI had tightened the monetary policy last year which
helped to contain demand pressure, creating a buffer against any external uncertainties and to
keep under control the volatility in the value of the rupee. With relatively easing inflationary
conditions RBI signaled softening of monetary policy by cutting the policy repo rates and reducing
the SLR. The macro economic situation in India has improved significantly during the year under
review. Also accelerated growth in services and manufacturing sector in the face of subdued
global demand indicates strengthening of domestic demand. However, concerns exist in the
construction & mining industry. In the light of the government's commitment to reforms, the
outlook for domestic macroeconomic parameters looks optimistic and a growth rate of around
8.5% seems possible in 2015-16.

10.1.2 Indian Rare Earths Limited, under the Administrative control of the Department of Atomic Energy
(DAE) is engaged in mining and production of beach sand minerals and rare earth compounds.
Some of the minerals produced by IREL find use in the Nuclear Power Programme of the Govt. of
India apart from wide ranging industrial applications. The main minerals separated by IREL from
the beach sands at its three Units located at Kerala, Tamilnadu and Orissa are ilmenite, rutile,
leucoxene, silimanite, garnet, zircon and monazite. IREL also produces uranium, thorium and
rare earth salts.

Segment-wise or Product-wise performance

limenite continues to be major product and mainstay for the Company both in terms of quantity
and revenue followed by Zircon and Rutile. Despite various hurdles at macro and micro level the
Company was able to sell higher tonnage of all the minerals put together in 2014-15 vis-a-vis last
financial year—an increase of about 14%. But, despite all efforts by IREL, the lacklustre market for
these minerals during 2014-15 due to the economic slowdown and various industry specific
factors has had impact on prices realised and consequently on the revenue of the Company.

Producers of Ti pigment as well as manufacturers of Ti intermediary feedstock were the major
customer segment for limenite accounting for about 99% of its sales volume. In case of Rutile, the
entire tonnage was supplied to the welding electrode industry. Zircon saw a shift in the market
segment with increase in sales to Refractory and Chemical industry. Sillimanite also saw
increased sales to the Ceramic industry. Sand blasting and water jet cutting industry accounted
for sales of garnet.

Outlook

Atthe macro level, the economic slowdown world-wide in general and specific negative impact on
account of downturn in the realty sector, recessionary trend in the steel industry, collapse of oll
prices that is a major setback to the oil industry, etc, do not bode well for the beach sand mineral
industry.

On the industry front, the consolidations that have taken place with amalgamation and forward-
backward integration especially in China of late and the continued weakening of TiO2 pigment
prices are likely to have negative impact on the Titanium feedstock market. The downturn in the
end-use industry of other mineral products of IREL is also likely to have adverse impact on the
marketing and profitability of these products.

The local issues being faced by Chavara and MK are not yet resolved and these operations are
running at sub-optimal capacity. IREL is making all efforts to resolve them. These issues have
impact on IREL's top as well as bottom line and future outlook is dependent on successful
resolution of these issues.

While the prospects on improvement on the mineral side are limited in the short run, production of
various products from MoPP and HPRE from RED and sales thereof are likely to have significant
impact on the revenues of the Company. To this effect, attempts are being made to ramp up the
production at MoPP and to align the products from HPRE as per the market needs. Quick
adoption to the market needs would have positive impact on revenue despite the falling rare earth
prices worldwide.

10.7 Internal control systems and their adequacy

The Company has well settled internal audit system and procedure which is commensurate with
its operation. These are periodically verified by the internal auditors and cover all offices and units
of the Company. Significant audit observations and follow up actions thereon are reported to the
audit committee. Audit Committee also reviews adequacy and effectiveness of the Company's
internal control environment. Detailed delegation of power exists to ensure smooth decision
making process towards approving revenue as well as capital expenditure. Guideline also exists
for preparation of accounts which are followed consistently and uniformly. Internal audits are
conducted by experienced firms of accountants in close coordination with company's internal
audit department. The Company has an audit committee, the details of which have been provided
elsewhere in this report.

10.8 Discussion on financial performance with respect to operational performance

10.8.1 Overall performance

During the year, the company recorded a gross turnover of ¥ 420.97 crore and profit before tax of
% 3.15 crore. Company's turnover rose by 2% and profit before tax during the current year had
declined by 96% compared to the previous year. Drop in PBT was mainly on account of south
ward movement of mineral prices, payment of export duty on ilmenite @10% further impacted the
current years profit by ¥ 10.92 crores. Operation of OSCOM plant was restored during the year
2014-15 and plant has operated at 96%.

During the year, total Revenue from Operations was ¥ 411.79 crore which is 3% higher than the
previous year. Total turnover of the company comes from 68% domestic sales and 32% export.

We draw attention to the following matters:

Note No. 14 to the financial statements regarding physical verification of inventory of OSCOM Unit
of the Company, which was conducted at the year-end by the internal audit (IA) department of
OSCOM Unit. During the physical verification of inventory, material discrepancies were reported
in case of quantity of certain finished goods by the internal audit department. Accordingly, the
Management has disclosed the matter to the Central Vigilance Officer ("the CVO") of the
Company for further investigation. The CVO investigated the matter with enquiries and
inspections and without having physical verification of the inventories. The CVO has also raised
certainissue as follows:

(i) Non-closure of account of transporter, Orissa Stevedores Limited ("OSL")since June 2010
which has to be closed on yearly basis. The extent of further consequential adjustment after
reconciliation of account with OSL, if any, in the financial statements is presently not
ascertainable hence no effect has been givenin the financial statements.

(i)  The CVO has enquired and reported that the production data of the products were wrongly
considered in the book stock due to error in Belt Weigher reading. Due to this, there were
material discrepancies in case of quantity of certain finished goods. The production
quantity has been reduced to match the closing inventory of finished goods as reported by
the CVO. Hence, closing inventories of finished goods related to OSCOM Unit has been
considered as per the CVO report. As suggested by the CVO report, the management
should take appropriate action to avoid any discrepancies and the also internal controls
should be strengthened.

(i)  The CVO has also reported about the contaminated stock valued related to March 31, 2014
of ¥ 217.86 lakh (7,218.43 MT) attributed to the Cyclone (Phailin), which was not
considered by the Internal Auditor during physical verification of inventories in the previous
year and in the current year. The same has been considered as the closing stock of finished
goods as at March 31, 2015 in the books of account. Due to this, the profit before tax for the
yearis higher by 217.86 lakh.

Note No. 27 and Note No. 38 to the financial statements regarding the Company has accounted
for Extra Ordinary Gain of ¥ 860.76 lakh (3121.39 lakh reversal of excess provision made in the
previous year and X 739.37 lakh received from insurance company) in the Statement of Profit and
Loss as the same is admitted by the insurance company during the year for losses due to Cyclone
(Phailin) during the financial year 2013-14. The Company has accounted for an Extra-Ordinary

C) The Company has entered in to a MOU with Kerala Minerals and Metals Limited ("KMML") for
extraction and transportation of raw sand and separation of minerals on behalf of KMML on Job
Work basis. The said MOU was expired on December 31, 2014. As informed by the Management,
the renewal is under process.

d) Note No. 19 to the financial statements regarding, the Company is entrusted with the project of
retrieval, reprocess and re-storage of Thorium Concentrate ("THRUST"). The Compensation for
Nuclear Grade Ammonium Di-Uranate (NGADU) supplied by the Company is recognised at the
last approved rate of the Government of India (Gol). During the current year, Gol has approved the
rate of 319,655 per k.g. in respect of NGADU supplied during 2011-12 and the differential amount
of ¥1,715.37 lakhs has recognised during the current year and included in Sale of Products.
However, in respect of the supplies made from financial year 2012-13 to financial year 2014-15,
the compensation is recognized at ¥13,557 per kg., which is the approved rate of the Gol for the
year 2010-11 vide communication dated April 13, 2012 as the cost for financial year 2012-13 to
financial year 2014-15 is less than ¥ 19,655 per kg. Accordingly, any differential impact for the
financial year 2012-13 to financial year 2014-15 will be recognised after rate approval from Got

e) The Board of Directors has passed a resolution in the meeting held on March 18, 2015 regarding
written-off of advances given to various employee's forums in the Chavara Unit aggregating to
1,221.83 lakhs subject to its concurrence by the Government Directors pursuant to DPE
0.M.No.11/36/97-Fin. Dated 9th October, 1997. However, the balance of advances given to these
forums is aggregating to ¥ 1,542.51 as at March 31, 2015. As per the Management's view, No
adjustment has been made in the books of account as the same is not approved by the Board of
Directors.

f) As per the Companies Act, 2013, the Company is required to charge depreciation on fixed assets
as per the Schedule Il of the Act. As per the Schedule Il, wherever remaining useful lives of an
asset is nil as on April 1, 2014, the balance of carrying amount after retaining the residual value
may be recognised in the opening balance of retained earnings. As per the Application Guide on
the provisions of the Schedule Il to the Companies Act, 2013' issued by the ICAI, the tax effect of
the same has to be also adjusted directly against the retained earnings. The effect given to the
retained earnings are in line with the above guidance note. However, the effect given in the
balance of deferred tax assets is overstated by ¥ 341.49 Lakh as at March 31, 2015. Leading to
understatement of deferred tax expenses and increase of profitability figures in the financial
statements to the same extent for the financial year 2014-15.

Other Matter

10.  The financial statements of the Company as at March 31, 2014 and for the year then ended were
audited by another firm of chartered accountants under the Companies Act, 1956 who, vide their
reportdated June 30, 2014, expressed an unmodified opinion on those financial statements.

11.  This audit report is revised in consideration with the comments under supplementary audit under
section 143(6) of the Companies Act, 2013. In this report we have incorporated a para 9(f) above.

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Note-1: SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:
1.1 (i) BasisofAccounting:

The financial statements are prepared under historical cost convention and in accordance
with the generally accepted accounting principles in India on an accrual basis and comply
with provisions of the Companies Act 2013 and the notified Accounting Standards (AS) as
applicable.

(i) Use of Estimates:

The presentation of financial statements requires estimates and assumptions to be made that
affect the reported amount of assets and liabilities on the date of financial statements and the
reported amount of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Differences between
the actual results and estimates are recognized in the period in which the results are known
/materialized.

1.2 Fixed assets-Tangible:

a) (i) Tangible assets are stated at their historical cost net of recoverable taxes less
accumulated depreciation / amortization and impairment loss, if any. The cost of tangible
assets comprises of the acquisition cost and any attributable cost of bringing the assets
to its working condition for its intended use.

Subsequent expenditure incurred on assets put to use is capitalized only when it
increases the future benefits from such assets beyond its previously assessed standard
of performance e.g. an extension in the asset's useful life, an increase in its capacity, or a
substantial improvement in the quality of the output or a reduction in previously assessed
operating costs.

Subsidy/ contribution received for any asset is reduced from the cost thereof. In case
subsidy/ contribution is 100% of the cost of any asset, Re. 1/- is retained as nominal
value.

(i) The cost of self-constructed tangible assets comprises of the costs directly relating to the
specific assets and those that are attributable to the construction activity in general and
can be allocated to the specific asset.

b) Inrespectofassets discarded/scrapped, the netbook value or the estimated realizable value
as assessed by the Salvage Committee, whichever is lower is retained in the books. At the
time of disposal of the discarded/scrapped assets, the loss/gain with reference to the retained
value is adjusted in the year of disposal. However, if any of these assets is not disposed off
within a period of three years from the date on which the same is discarded / scrapped, the
value retained is fully written off and charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss on expiry of
three years.

c) Expenditure incurred on assets not owned by the Company is charged off to revenue in the
accounting period of incurrence of such expenditure.

d) Land held for mining includes cost of land, compensation for trees & buildings thereon and

payment towards shifting charges, solatium, registration charges, stamp duty, etc. less
realization, if any.

Fixed assets-Intangible:

Intangible fixed assets are stated at their historical cost net of recoverable taxes less accumulated
amortization and impairmentloss, if any. The cost of intangible assets comprises of the acquisition
costand any attributable cost of bringing the assets to its working condition for its intended use.

Expenses including stamp duty, registration fees paid to the local Government(s) incurred for the
acquisition of mining lease rights are recognized as one type of intangible asset.

Depreciation/Amortization:

In respect of assets added during the year except assets mentioned under (e) below,
depreciation is charged pro-rata from the date of addition.

Inrespect of assets discarded/demolished/destroyed during the year, depreciation is charged
pro-rata up to the date of such discard/demolition/destruction.

Assets costing Rs. 5,000/- or less individually are depreciated at 100% retaining Re. 1/- as
nominal value in the year of addition except in cases where the aggregate actual cost of
individual items of plant and machinery costing Rs.5000/- or less constitutes more than 10%
of the total actual cost of plant and machinery.

Pre-Project Expenditure:

iii) PostRetirement Medical Scheme.

The Company operates a Post Retirement Medical Scheme covering the past
employees and the benefits are defined.

VRS Compensation:

Compensation paid to VRS optees is charged to Statement of Profit and Loss in the same year in
which VRS optees are relieved.

Royalty:

Royalty on the minerals is charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss on the basis of production.
However, payment is made on the basis of despatches from the factory including
losses/shortages of minerals/captive consumption. Royalty on closing stock is provided on the
basis of domestic sale/ netrealizable value.

Research and Development:

Expenses on Research and Development (R&D) other than expenditure on acquiring fixed assets
are charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss. R&D production is included in value of finished
goods only when the products are transferred to Stock-in-trade/stores.

Excise Duty:

a) In case of excisable finished products, excise duty is accounted for as and when becomes
due.

b) In respect of inventory of above-referred finished products, meant for indigenous sale,
provision for excise duty is made at the duty-rates and selling prices prevailing on the date of
Balance sheet. The inventory meant for indigenous sale is estimated based on the ratio of
domestic and export sale during the year.

Company had received Demand cum Show-Cause Notice (SCN) dated 16th March, 2012 from the
Commissioner of Central Excise, Bhubaneswar demanding payment of Excise Duty on all mineral
products of OSCOM unit for the period March,2011 to July 2011, stating that insertion of Chapter note 4 to
Chapter 26 of Central Excise Tariff Act, 1985 (CETA) vide Finance Act, 2011 brought the beach sand
minerals under the ambit of central excise w.e.f 1.3.2011. Based on the legal opinion, the Company
maintained that insertion of Chapter note 4 to Chapter 26 does not make beach sand minerals excisable.
However, as an abundant caution, the Company made provision of excise duty on limenite, Rutile and
Zircon (IRZ) of all the units of the Company aggregating to ¥ 3867.99 lakhs and for consequential state
tax and interest on excise duty and state tax amounting to< 139.75 lakhs and ¥ 303.36 lakhs respectively
in year 2011-12 and started to collect and pay excise duty under protest w.e.f 1.4.2012 only in respect of
IRZ.

The Company contested the said SCN before the Commissioner of Central Excise (Appeal),
Bhubaneswar and received appeal order dated 03.04.2013 confirming the liability to pay excise duty
alongwith interest thereon without penalty on all minerals including Sillimanite & Garnet. The Company
also received Show-Cause Notice (SCN) No. 08/2012 dated 6th December 2012 from the Commissioner
of Central Excise, Kollam demanding payment of Excise Duty on all mineral products of Chavara unit for
the period March 2011 to March 2012, stating that insertion of Chapter note 4 to Chapter 26 of Central
Excise Tariff Act, 1985 (CETA) vide Finance Act, 2011 brought beach sand minerals under the ambit of
central excise w.e.f1.3.2011.

In view of the above, the Company made provision of excise duty in respect of Sillimanite & Garnet
aggregating to ¥ 703.69 lakhs and for consequential state tax and applicable interest amounting to
% 26.74 lakhs & ¥ 135.66 lakhs respectively in the accounts for the year 2012-13. Further the Company
made additional provision of interest in respect of IRZ for the year 2012-13 with respect to excise duty &
state tax.

The Company contested the SCN No. 08/2012 dated 6th December 2012 before the Commissioner of
Central Excise and Customs, Thiruvananthpuram and received order dated 30.12.2013 dropping the
proceedings under the said SCN. There is no information/ intimation available with the Company as yet
confirming the filing of appeal against the said order by the Department.

Company also contested Appeal order dated 03.04.2013 before the Customs, Excise and Service Tax
Appellate Tribunal (CESTAT), Kolkata and received stay order dated 12.11.2013 waiving the pre-deposit
of dues adjudged and staying its recovery during pendency of the appeal. The final hearing of the same is
awaited.

In view of above, the Company has to stop making further provision towards Excise duty, consequential
state tax & interest thereon in respect of all the minerals for all units except OSCOM since the final
hearing of CESTAT kolkata is awaited as mentioned above. Accordingly the Company has written back
the provision of excise duty aggregating to ¥ 2,395.19 lakhs and consequential provision of state tax and
applicable interest amounting to ¥ 79.53 lakhs and ¥ 619.57 lakhs respectively in 2013-14 which was
shown as exceptional items. Further, the Company continue to make provision of excise duty,
consequential state tax in respect of Sillimanite & Garnet for Oscom during 2014-15. Further the
Company made provision of interest in respect of IRZ, Sillimanite and Garnet pertaining to Oscom unit
with respect to Excise duty and State tax for 2014-15 and included the same under Finance cost (Note
No. 24).

The Department of Atomic Energy (DAE), Government of India had accorded approval for taking over
DAE's Thorium Plant (NTP) at Orissa Sands Complex (OSCOM) by the Company together with current
assets as on 01.01.2013 other than finished goods for integrating the same with the operation of
Monazite Processing Plant (MoPP) of the Company vide letter no. 6/3(1)/2001-PSU.Vol.lll/25 dated
20.06.2013. In view of this letter and keeping in mind the decision of DAE to retain the finished goods as
the property of GOI, the Company had taken over the assets of NTP during 2012-13 except finished
goods, trade receivables and provision for excise on closing stock of finished goods. Upto the year 2013-
